Explain why the issue is important and why people should
care.

Use simple language which most people would be able
to understand.

Shorter sentences are best. If you can break 
a sentence into two, consider doing so.

How do you think our new parliament can help achieve this change?

Conclusion

This section include: A short summary of your points, an ending on a positive note or a warning
and a ‘call to action’ - what would you like parliament/ politicians to do?
